 The University of Miami School of Law specifically designs its summer abroad programs to be the 

best located, longest, most comprehensive and most inclusive.  An exciting array of fun destinations, 

weekend trips, a 4 -day Aegean Cruise plus special events a nd guided tours as well as an entrance 

ticket to an Olympic Game are included at program expense.  

 The 2012 òOlympicó Summer Abroad Program consists of two sessions each containing unique 

segments.  Each student is required to enroll in both sessions.  Students may enroll in either the London 

Summer Program or the Greece & Italy Program offered in Sessi on 1.  A single 3 -credit course is offered 

in the Greece & Italy Program and two 3 -credit courses are offered in the London Summer Program in 

Session 1.  The London òOlympicó Program in Session 2 also offers two 3-credit courses.  In the London 

Summer Prog ram and the London òOlympicó Program one of two course offerings must be chosen.  

Each student must thus enroll in two 3-credit courses, one in each session, for a total of six credits.  

Courses are designed to offer students an appreciation of the interre lationship of legal systems and 

cultural aspects that will help them become a successful attorney in the twenty -first century.  

 Our 2012 Summer Abroad Program gives the student the option of selecting any one of two 

exciting programs in Session 1 in combin ation with the London òOlympicó Program in Session 2.  

Students seeking the most travel in terms of both time and distance may opt for the Greece & Italy 

segment in Session 1 followed by the London òOlympicó Program segment in Session 2.  Students who 

woul d prefer staying entirely in England may opt for the London Summer Program in Session 1 with the 

London òOlympicó Program segment in Session 2.  Select by location, amount of travel, length of 

program, courses desired, variation in cost.  

 In the Greece & I taly Program housing double occupancy with breakfast daily and classroom 

facilities will be in Superior Tourist Class hotels arranged in cooperation with Contiki Holidays, the 

worldõs largest travel company for 18-35  year olds.  In Greece some classes wil l be conducted aboard 

a cruise ship.  In both London programs housing will be in self -catered single room clusters with shared 

bathrooms and kitchen at UCL Shafer House Residential Hall located within 10 minutes walking 

distance from UCL Faculty of Laws Be ntham House in central London where classes will be conducted.  

An 8-day break period, July 16 -23, has been incorporated between sessions so that all students 

can explore other parts of Europe on their own or participate in our French Optional  Intersession Tour 

exclusively arranged and offered by Contiki Holidays.  Students in the London Summer Program in 

Session 1 must make their own air travel arrangements one way to Nice, France, to participate.  

Students in the Greece & Italy Program will continue by coa ch from Venice to Nice.  The break period 

does not otherwise include housing or transportation.  

All courses are taught by faculty from the University of Miami School of Law and distinguished 

universities in the United Kingdom.  All courses are taught in En glish.

òLife Changing Experienceó 
 

As Director of the University of Miami School of Law Summer Abroad Programs since 

its inception in 1991, I write to provide my personal view on why attending any law 

school summer abroad program and particularly a travel/study program such as those 

offered  by Miami will be a life changing experience.  

 

I first went to Europe to study at Cambridge University in 1968.  My wife and my 

15πmonth old daughter spent 6 of the next 15 months driving a Volkswagen, no air 

conditioning, 15,000 miles throughout what was then western Europe up to and 

including passing through East Germany into Berlin. Since then I have been to well over 

100 countries.  

 

Foreign travel is eye opening. Actually being in an important place like Europe 

provides perspective incredibly important  to todayõs ever changing complex world. An 

appreciation of Europe, the European Union and the Euro Zone, along with China, is 

essential for every concerned American. Our destiny, like it or not, is very much tied to 

Europe and China.  

 

A person can get som e appreciation of other places from books, news programs, 

and NatGeo/Discovery Channel ñbut only some appreciation. To be informed you 

simply must have put your boots on the ground. Ask anyone who has visited Italy or 

seen a lion in Africa.  

 

The summer between the first and second year of law school presents a unique 

opportunity for extensive travel/study. Each University of Miami School of Law Summer 

Abroad Program is a truly comprehensive experience visiting much of Europe.  

 

Participation i n both segments will expose the student traveler to a substantial 

swath of Europe. In the process, six credits will be earned, an opportunity for expanded 

law clerking while in school will be opened, tuition paid later reduced, and future job 

prospects enh anced. Travel/study is simply win win!!!  

 

Most Americans have never left the United States. They know not what they miss.  

Now is your moment to travel extensively in Europe.  Once you are a  successful 

attorney, while the money will be present, the demands  of practice will almost certainly 

prevent spending  an uninterrupted 7 weeks in Europe.

 Since its inception in 1991 and after a two -year hiatus from 

2009, the University of Miami School of Law proudly announces 

once again the reinstitution of its LONDON SUMMER PROGRAM , an 

exciting three -week segment in Session 1 of our Summer Abroad 

Programs in 2012.  The LONDON SUMMER PROGRAM will again be 

presented at Be ntham House, the Faculty of Laws building at 

University College London (òUCLó).  Located centrally in the 

Bloomsbury district of London, UCL offers an ideal living and 

learning experience for the study of law abroad.  In previous years 

approximately 35 stu dents from all over the United States 

participated in the LONDON SUMMER PROGRAM  in Session 1 and 75 

students in Session 2.  Of these students a combined total of 45 

were from nineteen law schools other than the University of Miami 

School of Law.  Students from over 120 different law schools have 

attended previous programs in London.  It is anticipated that 2012 

enrollment will be approximately 40 students in Session 1 of our 

LONDON SUMMER PROGRAM  and 80 students in the LONDON òOLYMPICó 

PROGRAM  in Session 2. 

 The LONDON SUMMER PROGRAM  first session will begin on June 2 5 

and end on July 16, 2012.  Courses will be taught by members of 

the faculty of law from the University of Miami School of Law and 

distinguished universities in the United Kingdom.  Each studen t will 

enroll in one of two 3 -credit courses offered from June 2 5-July 16 

in the first session of the LONDON SUMMER PROGRAM  and enroll in one 

course from an offering of two 3 -credit courses in the LONDON 

òOLYMPICó PROGRAM  in the second session from July 23 -August 13, 

2012 for a total of six credits and will participate in exciting and 

informative excursions..

 Studen ts enrolled in the LONDON SUMMER PROGRAM in Session 1 

will enroll in one of two 3 -credit courses offered from June 26 -July 

14.  An organizational meeting and first day of classes will be 

conducted on the morning of Tuesday, June 26, followed by a 

mandatory  UCL orientation in the afternoon after class.  Twelve 

additional classes, each of 160 minutes duration with the 

exception of the last four classes that are 165 minutes duration, 

are scheduled in total between June 26 and July 14, 2012.  

Examination will b e scheduled Sunday, July 15th, from 2:00 to 

6:00pm.  

 An 8 -day intersession from July 16 -23 follows during which 

students may participate in a French Optional Intersession Tour  

provided exclusively by Contiki Holidays or may explore Europe on 

their own.  Th e intersession otherwise does not include housing or 

transportation.  The optional French Optional Intersession Tour  

commences in Nice, France , and ends in London.  Students must 

make their own arrangment for air travel from London to Nice in 

order  to part icipate in the French Optional Intersession Tour . 

 Upon return of the 8 -day intersession an organizational 

meeting will be conducted on the first day of class on Tuesday, 

July 24, followed by a mandatory UCL orientation in the afternoon 

shortly after class .

COURSES 
STUDENTS SELECT ONE OUT OF TWO COURSE OFFERINGS 
 

GLOBAL LEGAL ENTREPRENEURSHIP (3 Credits)  
 Professor John A. Flood, University of Westminster School of 

Law, London.  Now that commerce and financial services are 

twenty -four/seven activities, law has had to adapt to the new 

order.  The course explores a number of issues that arise from the 

globalization of law, especially the phenomenon of globalization 

itself, the growth of the global law firm, the development of 

multidisciplinary practice, the adaptation of legal education to 

globalization, and what lawyers contribute to global legal 

practice.  Topics include òGlobalization; economic and cultural 

principle só (including some differences in legal systems), and the 

growth of the large firm and the emergence of the global law 

firm, with special reference to the U.S. and the U.K.  We will also 

look at the privatization of dispute resolution through arbitration, 

Chinese ways of forming relationships, the globalization of 

bankruptcy, and from a human rights perspective, how landless 

and dispossessed peoples are struggling to redefine globalization 

in their favor.  

 

INTERNATIONAL HUMAN RIGHTS (3 Credits)  
 Professor (Dr.) Virginia Mantouvalou, University College 

London (UCL), England,  U.K.  This course provides an introduction 

to international human rights law.  It examines the basic 

mechanisms for the protection of human rights on a regional and 

international level, a nd the substantive law on specific rights.  It 

explores the nature and foundations of civil and political rights, 

such as the right to privacy and the prohibition of torture, as well 

as social and labour rights, like the right to work and the right to 

housing.  Other contemporary topics that are covered include 

the rights of migrants and issues of modern slavery.  Theoretical 

problems that are raised throughout the course include 

universality and cultural relativism, soft and hard law, the role of 

non -state  actors, positive and negative duties.  

 

THE FACULTY 

 JOHN A. FLOOD , Professor of Law and Sociology at the 

University of Westminster School of Law, London, is both a lawyer 

and a sociologist with law degrees from the U.K. (LL.B., London 

School of Economics; LL.M., Warwick University) and the U.S. 

(LL.M., Yale Law School) a nd a sociology Ph.D. from Northwestern 

University.  He has researched and taught at the American Bar 

Foundation (Chicago), Indiana University (Bloomington), 

European University Institute (Florence).  His research and 

numerous publications has focused on tw o themes, the legal 

profession and the globalization of law.  In 2009 he was a Visiting 

Professor at the Institute for the Study of the Transformation of the 

State, Bremen University, Germany.  He is currently a Visiting 

Professor at the University of Miam i School of Law, Miami, Florida.  

 

 DR. VIRGINIA MANTOUVALOU is Co-director of the UCL 

Human Rights Institute and Lecturer in Law.  She is the author of 

Debating Social Rights (with Conor Gearty, Hart, 2011), as well as 

articles, book chapters and essays in human rights, labour law 

and European law.  She holds a Ph.D.  from the London School of 

Economics, an LLM in Human Rights from the London School of 

Economics and an LLB from the University of Athens.  In 2010 she 

was a Visiting Scholar at Georgetown Unive rsity Law Centre in 

Washington, D.C.  Professor Mantouvalou  has also worked as a 

Consultant for the International Labour Organisation.  

 

COURSE MATERIALS 
 All courses will be self -contained.  Books and other required 

materials for the courses will be suppli ed at the organizational 

meeting scheduled on the first day of classes, Tuesday, June 26, in 

London  All courses will be taught in English.  

 

PROGRAM EXCURSIONS 
 The LONDON SUMMER PROGRAM  in the first session incorporates a 

weekend to the English Countrysid e June 29 -July 1.  Students will 

be invited to our traditional 3 -day Cotswold English Countryside 

weekend trip which encompasses several outstanding attractions.  

 MEDIEVAL WARWICK CASTLE.  We take you back through 

Warwick Castle's 1,000 year history to a time of bloody battles, 

extravagant banquets and royal ceremony. Visit the Madame 

Tussaud's waxworks display where you can hear the Earl of 

Warwick as he prepares for battle. See the gruesome dungeons 

where prisoners were tortured. Alternatively, you might  like to stroll 

through the Castle's lovingly ten `ded gardens.  

 STRATFORD-UPON-AVON .  It is the birthplace of William 

Shakespeare, steeped in culture and history. Set in the beautiful 

rural Warwickshire countryside, on the banks of the river Avon, it is 

on e of the most important tourist destinations in the UK.

Its colleges date back to the 13th 

cent ury, an inspiration to generations of scholars including 

President Bill Clinton, and the authors J R R Tolkien, Lewis Carroll 

and C S Lewis.  Our guide will take you on a fascinating walking 

tour to see Christ Church College, where Harry Potter was filmed,  

the Bodleian Library and the Sheldonian Theatre.

 For the week of Monday, July 16, to Monday, July 23, an 

intersession has been incorporated at the end of the 2012 LONDON 

SUMMER PROGRAM in Session 1.  During this period, all students must 

check out of UCL Schafer House residential hall for either self -

directed travel in Europe or participation (not included in Program 

costs) in the Contiki Holidays French Optional Intersession Tour  to 

Nice, Grenoble, and Paris, France,  with visits to Cannes , Monaco , 

and Avignon  before arriving in London from Paris on the Eurostar 

Train at the end of the Tour.  

 Reservations for the Contiki Holidays French Optional 

Intersession Tour must be made at the same time of application 

for the LONDON SUMMER PROGRAM  in Session 1.

HEALTH AND TRAVEL INSURANCE 
 In accordance with the University of Mia mi Law School 

requirements and the American Bar Association rules, all students 

participating in a summer study abroad program must obtain and 

provide proof of health insurance that provides reimbursement for 

health care abroad for the entire duration of the program and 

should consult their home school or current insurance policy to 

determine health insurance eligibility.

STUDENT LOANS/FINANCIAL AID 
 The financial aid budget available for the 2012 SUMMER ABROAD 

PROGRAM  segments is adequate to meet all your financial needs 

associated with your summer study of law abroad but it is not 

generous.  The Staffords are still at $8,500 Subsidized and $12,000 

Unsubsidized per year.  The interest rates are at 6.8%, but may 

change next July 1st.  In addition to the federally regulated 

Stafford loan, students can also apply for a Graduate Plus loan, 

which together fund the full cost of the program.  The Grad Plus, 

would cover any difference between the studentõs Staffords up to 

the b udget cost of the program.  The Grad plus interest rate is at 

7.9%.  The Graduate Plus loan is also a guaranteed federally 

regulated loan employing the same processing system as the 

Stafford loan.  Both loans should be applied for at the same time, if 

need ed.  

 All Miami students eligible for student loans may apply on line 

at www.law.miami.edu/finaid .  All students must complete a FAFSA 

at www.FAFSA.ed.gov  before considering applying for loans.  Upon 

registration full details will be provided by the Financial Aid Office 

of the University of Miami School of Law.  Applications for financial 

aid must be completed by the end of March 2012.  

 All visiting student s must apply through their home school and 

check with their financial aid office regarding processing of 

consortium agreements, loans, and check disbursements in order 

to ensure timely disbursements of funds.
