OVERVIEW 
The GREECE AND ITALY segment including a 4-DAY AEGEAN 

CLASSIC CRUISE will conduct classes in Athens, on the 4-day 

Aegean Classic Cruise, Corfu and in Rome.  All students will be 

enrolled in a three-credit course entitled International Civil Dispute 

Resolution.

GREECE 

 ATHENS is the cradle of the Western civilization, the origin of 

drama and history and philosophy, and the birthplace of 

democracy.  Let us not forget also the Olympic Games, with their 

spirit of world-peace and brotherhood, first conceived and 

organized by the Greeks; or the Greek language which has 

enriched other languages with so many words and concepts like 

philanthropy, harmony, techne, sophistication, architecture, 

ecology and thousands of others.  Nor is it simply the lure of history 

that brings foreign travelers to the Greek capital.  Modern Athens 

is a vibrant city with great appeal and charm.  It is still one of the 

safest and most affordable cities in the world (the least expensive 

capital in Europe, according to EUROSTAT, the official EU statistical 

publication), as well as one of the most beautiful, hospitable and 

exciting. 

 

AEGEAN CRUISE ǒ PORTS OF CALL 

MYKONOS, GREECE.  On Mykonos you will find beautiful 

beaches, chic boutiques, and elegant night clubs. Beneath its 

sophisticated surface, lies a quiet essential Greek island.  

Hundreds of tiny chapels dot this blue and whitewashed island 

with its beautiful windmills.  Find a table on the waterfront and 

bask in the serenity of sunset over its picturesque harbor. 

KUSADASI (EPHESUS), TURKEY.  You might want to tour 

nearby Ephesus, for here history truly comes to life.  Walking

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PATMOS, GREECE.  This island is known as the site of the 

apocalyptic revelations of St. John the Divine, written here during 

his exile from the Roman Empire.  The cave where he lived is near 

the site of the Monastery of the Apocalypse.  The Monastery of St. 

John, built on one of the island’s highest points, houses priceless 

icons and manuscripts in its Treasury. 

 RHODES, GREECE.  A tour to the beautiful "Island of Roses" 

has a rich and varied history.  On a hill above the charming town 

of Lindos rises an ancient acropolis dedicated to the goddess 

Athena.  Below lies the bay of St. Paul, where the apostle landed 

during his voyages.  The crusading Knights of St. John left the 

medieval city of Rhodes behind when they were defeated by 

Sultan. 

 HERAKLION (CRETE), GREECE.  Heraklion, the capital of 

Crete and its principal commercial port, is just three miles away 

from the fantastic ruins of the Palace of Knossos.  Discovered in 

1899 by Sir Arthur Evans and partially reconstructed, the elaborate 

Palace is believed to be the mythical Labyrinth of King Minos and 

the seat of ancient Minoan culture.  The Archaeological Museum 

in Heraklion displays many of the treasures found during the 

excavations. 

 SANTORINI, GREECE.  The island of Santorini is perhaps the 

most breathtaking of all the Greek Islands.  The town of Fira 

whitewashed houses, narrow streets, open-air cafes and glittering 

boutiques cling to steep cliffs, accessible by cable-car or mule.  

To the south is Akrotiri where recent Minoan excavations support 

the theories that Santorini might be the fabled lost continent of 

Atlantis.

GREECE 
OLYMPIA.  (Greek: Ολυμπία Olympía), a sanctuary of ancient 

Greece in Elis, is known for having been the site of the Olympic 

Games in classical times, comparable in importance to the 

Pythian Games held in Delphi. Both games were held every 

Olympiad (i.e. every four years), the Olympic Games dating back 

possibly further than 776 BC. In 394 AD, (after exactly 1170 years) 

emperor Theodosius I abolished them as they were then 

considered reminiscent of paganism.  The first Olympic Games 

were in Olympia in honor of Zeus.  The Olympic flame of the 

modern-day Olympic Games is lit by reflection of sunlight in a 

parabolic mirror in front of the Temple of Hera and then 

transported by a torch to the place where the games are held. 

When the modern Olympics came to Athens in 2004, the men's 

and women's shot put competition was held at the restored 

Olympia stadium. 

 DELPHI is one of the most important archaeological sites of 

Greece.  Delphi was considered by the ancients to be the center 

of the world, and the oracle of Delphi was a religious center, most 

famous for its accurate predictions of the future. The oracles were 

given by Pythia, the priestess who muttered incomprehensible 

sounds in a state of trance, which in turn were translated in 

comprehensible language and give to those who made the 

pilgrimage in search of answers. 

 CORFU.  (Korfu), one of the most beautiful Greek islands, is 

called Kérkyra (Kerkira, Korkyra) as well.  It is the most important 

and most northerly of the Ionian Islands, lying off the coasts of 

Albania and the Greek region of Epirus.  Modern Corfu Town is 

upbeat and cosmopolitan, offering an exciting conglomeration 

of Greek, Italian, French and British influences. The old town was 

laid out by the Venetians in the 14th century and features narrow 

alleys lined with multi-storied pastel-colored buildings with red tiled 

roofs, creating a scene reminiscent of Italy.  The hub of activity in 

the town centre is the Liston, an arcaded row of cafes and 

restaurants, copied from the Rue de Rivoli in Paris.

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ITALY 
SORRENTO.  Like the Isle of Capri, visitors don't come to 

Sorrento, Italy, for history or cathedrals or historic strolls.  The city, 

just across the bay from Naples and Salerno, is an unapologetic 

resort town, parading fancy shops, exquisite views and rock-

strewn beaches as its prime attractions.  Shopping is another of 

the most popular things to do in Sorrento Italy, and it has some of 

the best prices and widest variety of any shopping districts along 

the Amalfi Coast.  Full of cobblestoned side streets and scenic 

squares such as Piazza Tasso and Piazza Antica, Sorrento lends 

itself well to long hours spent window shopping.  Another staple of 

Sorrento is a brief tour of the town after dark, which offers a 

widevariety of taverns and pubs that house rambunctious, fun-

loving crowds well into the early hours. The effects of a visit to any 

one of these establishments will likely be felt well into the following 

day, but evenings spent there are amongst the favored things to 

do in Sorrento Italy.

 POMPEII.  On August 24, 79 A.D., Pompeii and the surrounding 

area vanished under a blanket of volcanic materials when 

nearby Mt. Vesuvius suddenly erupted.  For the next 17 centuries, 

the city remained lost, forgotten, and amazingly preserved as if 

sealed in a time capsule.  Rediscovered in the early 1700s, 

Pompeii has slowly revealed itself again, street by street, building 

by building, room by room.  No other ancient city has been found 

so complete and intact, free from centuries of changes and 

modernizations. The recovered architecture, art and personal 

belongings provide an unparalleled record of what life was like in 

the Roman Empire. 

 ROME, Caput mundi ("capital of the world"), la Città Eterna 

("the Eternal City"), Limen Apostolorum ("threshold of the 

Apostles"), la città dei sette colli ("the city of the seven hills") or 

simply l'Urbe ("the City"), is thoroughly modern and cosmopolitan.  

As one of the few major European cities that escaped World War 

II relatively unscathed, central Rome remains essentially 

Renaissance and Baroque in character.  The Historic Centre of 

Rome is listed by UNESCO as a World Heritage Site.  Rome 

(Italian: Roma) is the capital city of Italy and of the Lazio region, 

as well as the country's largest and most populous commune.  It 

is a city of images and sounds, all vivid and all unforgettable.  

Around 10 am, the visitors take to the streets, battling the crowds 

and traffic as they wend from Renaissance palaces and 

baroque buildings to ancient ruins such as the Colosseum and 

the Forum.  After you’ve spent a long day in the sun, marveling 

at the sights you’ve seen millions of times in photos and movies, 

you can pause to experience the restaurants grow more 

animated, especially if you’ve found one in an ancient piazza or 

along a narrow alley deep in Trastevere.  After dinner, you can 

stroll by the lighted fountains and monuments (the Trevi Fountain 

and the Colosseum look magical at night) or through Piazza 

Navona and have a gelato—and the night is yours. 

SIENA.  Step into the middle ages with a visit to Siena. The 

Tuscan hill town's magnificent cathedral, built in the 1200s, is a 

marvel of marble floors and astonishing artworks.  Spend a day 

people-watching on the town's sloping red-brick Piazza del 

Campo, which is designated a UNESCO World Heritage Site and 

houses  a  dramatic  Gothic  city  hall, the Gaia Fountain and the

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Chapel of the Virgin. Numerous daily trains connect the 

medieval city with Florence, located 43 miles to the north. 

SAN GIMIGNANO or as it is appropriately known, "San 

Gimignano della Belle Torre," of the beautiful towers (beautifully 

shown in Zefferelli's film "Tea With Mussolini").  14 of the original 70 

or so medieval towers are still standing inside this walled hill town 

not far from Siena.  Inside the town there are several small 

museums, as always a number of churches, interesting 

restaurants, coffee and wine bars, and gelateries with gelato to 

die for in Piazza della Cisterna.  The "Museum of Medieval 

Criminology," showcases an extensive collection of instruments of 

torture.  Torre Grossa tower is the only tower which is open to the 

public. The view from the top is breathtaking probably any time 

of year; in the late summer, the surrounding fields explode with 

sunflowers. A variety of shops offer wild boar sausage and other 

local specialties; the wine stores are well stocked with 

inexpensive but eminently drinkable Chianti and with the local 

white wine, Vernaccia (recognized since 1276, and reportedly, 

Michaelango's favorite tipple). The pottery here, and other arts 

and crafts, are also worth a look and the art galleries and artists 

selling their work in the open air near the Rocca (fortress) are 

appealing.  It's a wonderfully romantic place. 

FLORENCE (Firenze in Italian) delights the eye.  It is famous for 

its world-class art galleries and museums and beautiful setting 

along the Arno River.  Visitors can hike up to Piazzale 

Michelangelo and enjoy a fabulous view of Florence's skyline and 

its beautiful bridges.  Climb 463 steps to the top of Il Duomo, view 

works by Botticelli, Rembrandt, and Caravaggia at the Uffizi 

Gallery, admire Michelangelo's extraordinary sculpture David at 

the Academia Gallery, stroll the flower and fountain-filled Boboli 

Gardens, bargain for jewelry and other souvenirs on  the  Ponte  

Vecchio.  When you visit Florence, be sure to see the Italian 

paintings at the Uffizi Gallery and sculptures at the Bargello.  The 

city showcases these masterpieces in its churches and museums.  

Because Florence was the "cradle of the Renaissance", you'll also 

discover some interesting exhibits at the Science Museum, 

including Galileo's first telescopes. 

VENICE (Italian: Venezia, Venetian: Venesia or Venexia) is a 

city in northern Italy, the capital of region Veneto.  Venice makes 

you a believer in fairy tales.  Cars are banned, so the only way to 

get around the 1,500-year-old city is by foot or by water.  From 

these vantage points, you'll be awed by the magical beauty. La 

Serenissima, "the most serene one," is filled with palaces and art, 

fine shopping and excellent food.  Relax in Piazza San Marco, visit 

the basilicas, drink a bellini at Harry's Bar and wander the 

alleyways and bridges. 

Together with Padua, the city is included in the Padua-

Venice Metropolitan Area.  Venice has been known as the "La 

Dominante", "Serenissima", "Queen of the Adriatic", "City of Water", 

"City of  Bridges", and "The City of Light".  The city stretches across 

118 small islands in the marshy Venetian Lagoon along the 

Adriatic Sea in northeast Italy.  The saltwater lagoon stretches 

along the shoreline between the mouths of Po (south) and the 

Piave (north) Rivers.  It is considered by many to be one of the 

most beautiful cities in the world. 

 

PROGRAM EXCURSIONS

PASSPORTS AND VISAS 
 Every applicant must be in possession of the appropriate 

documentation prior to departure.  It is each participant’s 

responsibility to have a valid passport and all visas, permits and 

certificates required for the Summer Abroad Programs 

destinations.  U.S. citizens only need a passport valid for at least six 

months after the end of the GREECE & ITALY including the 4 DAY 

AEGEAN CLASS CRUISE segment.  Other nationalities are responsible 

for obtaining any travel documents and/or verifying entry 

requirements necessary for each country of travel and/or transit 

for the University of Miami School of Law Summer Abroad 

Programs.  Entry laws differ with respect to travelers’ citizenship.  

Foreign passports must also be valid for at least six months after 

the end of each program segment.  The University of Miami 

cannot obtain personal travel documents for students or assume 

responsibility for notice of countries’ current requirements. The 

University of Miami School of Law recommends that you apply for 

any necessary visas with a visa service.  These websites 

www.zvs.com or www.traveldocs.com can help you through the 

process.  

 

LUGGAGE 
 Coaches have limited space for luggage.  Luggage is 

restricted to a maximum suitcase size of 29‖ x 20‖ x 10‖ (73cm x 

50cm x25cm) and maximum weight of 44 lbs. (20 kg) plus one 

small hand/day bag that can go on the coach with you.  Your 

carry-on will not look anything like what you are used to carrying 

on board an airplane in the overhead bins—absolutely no 

rollaboards (wheels) will be allowed inside the coach.  The size of 

your carry-on bag is limited to the size of a handbag or very small 

collapsible soft-sided bag that will fit under your coach seat or in 

the overhead racks.  No external metal frame backpacks are 

allowed.  Their bulky shape makes coach packing difficult and 

the overhead racks on the coaches are very limited and narrow 

in space.  Students with excess luggage may be required to ship 

their excess luggage at their own expense.   
 

ADMISSION REQUIREMENTS 
 Any student in good standing at a law school who will have 

completed one year of academic work prior to June 30, 2012, is 

eligible for the program, as are law graduates.  Students 

attending a law school other than the University of Miami School 

of Law will be required to furnish a letter of good standing before 

the Program begins.  The University of Miami School of Law 

reserves the discretion to request additional information 

evidencing the applicant’s suitability to attend the any of the 

2012 segments of the Summer Abroad Programs. 

 Applications accompanied by the $250 registration fee and 

guarantee tuition deposit of $750, the latter to be credited 

against Tuition and Related Expenses, must be received by March 

31, 2012.  Applications received after the March 31st deadline, 

which are accompanied by the registration fee, guarantee tuition 

deposit, and payment(s) then due, will be considered subject to 

space and accommodation availability. 

 

STUDENT LOANS/FINANCIAL AID 
 The financial aid budget available for the 2012 SUMMER 

ABROAD PROGRAM segments is adequate to meet all your financial 

needs associated with your summer study of law abroad but it is 

not generous.  The Staffords are still at $8,500 Subsidized and 

$12,000 Unsubsidized per year.  The interest rates are at 6.8%, but 

may change next July 1st.  In addition to the federally regulated 

Stafford loan, students can also apply for a Graduate Plus loan, 

which together fund the full cost of the program.  The Grad Plus, 

would cover any difference between the student’s Staffords up to 

the  budget  cost  of the program.  The Grad plus interest rate is at

6.8%.  The Graduate Plus loan is also a guaranteed federally 

regulated loan employing the same processing system as the 

Stafford loan.  Both loans should be applied for at the same time, 

if needed. 

 All Miami students eligible for student loans may apply on line 

at www.law.miami.edu/finaid.  All students must complete a 

FAFSA at www.FAFSA.ed.gov before considering applying for 

loans.  Upon registration full details will be provided by the 

Financial Aid Office of the University of Miami School of Law.  

Applications for financial aid must be completed by the end of 

March 2012. 

 All visiting students must apply through their home school and 

check with their financial aid office regarding processing of 

consortium agreements, loans, and check disbursements in order 

to ensure timely disbursements of funds. 

 Additionally, financial aid funds typically aren’t dispersed by 

the lender(s) until just prior to Program commencement in June.  

Please be aware that students should be prepared to pay up 

front airfare travel and other travel associated expenses prior to 

receiving financial aid funds. 
 All registration fee, tuition and housing costs for all programs 

in Session 1 and Session 2 including the 8-day intersession Contiki 

Holidays French Optional Intersession Tour must be paid for in full 

before commencement of the Programs in Session 1. 

 

HEALTH AND TRAVEL INSURANCE 
 In accordance with the University of Miami Law School 

requirements and the American Bar Association rules, all students 

participating in a summer study abroad program must obtain and 

provide proof of health insurance that provides reimbursement for 

health care abroad for the entire duration of the program and 

should consult their home school or current insurance policy to 

determine health insurance eligibility.  In addition, students are 

strongly advised to consider purchasing travel insurance that 

covers trip cancellation or interruption. 

 Contiki Holidays will not be offering air and travel insurance 

for the portions of the 2012 GREECE & ITALY segment including the 4-

DAY AEGEAN CLASSIC CRUISE operated by Contiki Holidays.  Students 

will need to make alternate arrangements for air and travel 

insurance. 

 If you do not have the required health coverage or wish to 

obtain optional travel insurance for travel abroad, the University 

of Miami School of Law suggests that you apply at time of 

application.  For a complete description of purchasing medical 

protection/health insurance, travel insurance coverage, travel 

accident protection, worldwide emergency assistance and travel 

deals and discounts, these websites—www.isecard.com, 

www.statravel.com, or www.ISICus.com,—can help you through 

the process with complete terms, conditions and exclusions. 

 In addition, all students who are traveling abroad under the 

auspices of the University of Miami must register with the University 

of Miami Red24 Emergency Evacuation website at: 

https://www.red24.com/affiliate/ chartis/um/ prior to departure 

from the U.S.  This is a required mandated University of Miami 

policy.  The link can also be found in myUM under Online 

Resources.  Students must input their entire itinerary including all 

locations traveled.  Should the itinerary change at any time prior 

to and/or during the trip, the changes must be updated in the 

Red24 website. 

 A copy of the Foreign Travel Insurance Form must be printed 

and carried by the student while traveling.  The form can be 

found at: https://www6.miami.edu/travel/InternationalTravel/ 

Foreign-Travel-Insurance.pdf.  

 Students who require travel medicine consultation and/or 

immunization should schedule an appointment at the Student 

Heath Service or other medical provider at least six weeks prior to 

travel.  

 Any student who does not register with the University of Miami 

Red24 program prior to travel will not be authorized to travel.  

Also, failure to comply with this policy may lead to the non-

recognition of credits by the University of Miami for courses taken

 A non-refundable one-time registration fee of $250 and a 

deposit of $750 for both Sessions 1 and 2, the latter to be credited 

against Tuition and Related Expenses, must be received with your 

application along with a passport size photo or similar by the 

March 31, 2012 deadline. 

 

PAYING THE BALANCE 
 For students on financial aid, by April 23, 2012 an additional 

non-refundable $750 deposit, or $1,000 if enrolling in the French 

Optional Intersession Tour, must be made by check or money 

order, made payable to the ―University of Miami School of Law‖ 
or guaranteed with a credit card as a guarantee against late 

cancellation.  You must fill out the credit card information on your 

application form at time of registration.  Your check or credit card 

will not be charged the additional deposit requirement then due 

pending your financial aid application unless you cancel from the 

program for whatever reason prior to program commencement.
