The default search is for law review articles, but you can also search American Jurisprudence, a legal encyclopedia.  Other links lead to federal and states cases and statutes.  Academic also provides a wealth of non-legal information, such as news and business information.

Index to Legal Periodicals: indexes articles and some books from 1908-date. (See WilsonLink to find full text.)
