


The basic federal laws of securities 
regulation are the Securities Act of 
1933, 48 Stat.74; as amended;  the 
Securities Exchange act of 1934, 48 
Stat. 881,  as amended; the Trust In-
denture Act of 1939, 53 Stat. 1149, as 
amended, the Securities Investor Protection Act of 1970, 
Public Law 91-598, 84 Stat. 1636, as amended by Public Law 
95-283, 92 Stat. 249, the Public Utility Holding Company 
Act of 1935, 49 Stat 803, the Investment Advisers Act of 
1940, 54 Stat. 847,  as amended and the Sarbanes-Oxley Act 
of 2002, 116 Stat. 745.  The codified texts of these laws are 
mostly in Title 15 of the United States Code. Regulations for 
these acts are in Title 17 of the Code of Federal Regulations.  
The Securities and Exchange Commission Web site, (http://
www.sec.gov) has brief synopses of these laws and further 
links to their full texts, regulations, and relevant forms (http://
www.sec.gov/about/laws.shtml). They are also on Lexis, 
Westlaw and the CCH Internet Research Network (http://
business.cch.com/ipnetwork). 
 
Legislative history sources are in several places.  The Securi-
ties Primary Law Sourcebook (Treatise KF1066.S4 S8) is a 
five volume set of the texts of unannotated versions of rules, 
forms, and legislative history of the Securities Act of 1933 
and the Securities Exchange Act of 1934.  Regulations and 
selected SEC Releases are also included in this set.  The Fed-
eral Securities Laws Legislative History 1933-1982 (Treatise 
KF1067.1 A15 1983) is a compilation of primary source ma-
terial that was published by the Federal Bar Association Se-
curities Law Committee.  Congressional Universe, which is 
available from the law school network, has the full text of 
legislative documents from the 101st Congress to the current 
Congress. 
 
SEC Releases are published in the CCH SEC Docket 

(Looseleaf KF1436.A2S4), on the CCH Internet Research Net-
work and on Lexis and Westlaw. 
 
Reports and filings of publicly traded companies are on the 
internet, via EDGAR (http://www.sec.gov/edgar.shtml).  Some 
commercially produced versions of EDGAR, such as those on 
Lexis and Westlaw, give more information than the SEC web 
page.  
 
The web sites of the various stock exchanges usually give the 
names of companies listed with them, their rules and regula-
tions, their annual reports and much more information.  Exam-
ples are the New York Stock Exchange (http://www.nyse.com), 
American Stock Exchange (http://www.amex.com) and 
NASDAQ (http://www.nasdaq.com). 
 
The looseleaf service that most people consult first is the CCH 
Federal Securities Law Reporter (Looseleaf KF1436.5 C6), and 
on CCH Internet Research Network.  Both services provide 
texts of important laws and current federal regulations.   
 
Use the CCH Blue Sky Law Reporter (Looseleaf KF1068.4 C6) 
to find state securities laws. State laws, regulations, and com-
mentary are arranged alphabetically by state.  Many of these 
documents are also on the CCH Internet Research Network. 
 
Lexis and Westlaw both have securities files that contain the 
full text of federal and state statutes, cases, regulations, SEC 
No-Action Letters and Securities Releases, as well as law re-
views and journals and company information. Loislaw provides 
the full text of federal and state cases, statutes, and rules and 
regulations. 
 
For a description of more sources, see the Research Guide, Se-
curities Law, on the carousel by the Reference Desk.

Electionline.org (http://electionline.org/)  
Election Reform Information Project, a non-partisan, non-
advocacy website, provides news and analysis on election 
reform issues. It emphasizes voting technology and issues 
surrounding the Help America Vote Act. The site has an 

interactive map that allows you to see 
which counties nationwide are utilizing 
the old lever machines, paper ballots, 
punch cards, optical scan, or the new touch screen systems

Reynolds and Flores, Foreign Law Guide: Current 
Sources of Codes and Basic Legislation in Jurisdictions 
of the World 
http://www.foreignlawguide.com/ip/ 
 
The print version of this title, commonly  known as 
“Reynolds and Flores,”  is one of the most-used reference 
books in finding foreign laws of the world, and it is now 
online through a subscription provided by the Law Library.  
It can be accessed through a link from the Law Library’s 
“Internet Resources/Foreign & International Law” web page 
at http://library.law.miami.edu/comparative.html.  (This 
subscription is available for all currently enrolled students, 
faculty and staff from any law school computer.)  
 
“Reynolds and Flores” is organized by 
region and country.  So, if one is inter-
ested in knowing how to locate the busi-
ness laws of Argentina, you would simply 
look up Argentina first, and then search or 
browse the subject categories for Argen-
tinean law (e.g. Contracts or Bankruptcy 
or Business Associations, etc.).  The primary purpose of this 
reference work is to lead the researcher to the basic, current 
primary sources of legislation in non-United States jurisdic-
tions and to indicate the availability of English translations 
or digests of particular laws.  It also contains information 
about the legal system for each jurisdiction or references to 
English-language sources of information about the laws and 
systems of different jurisdictions.  References to “major 
codifications” of each jurisdiction: Civil code, Code of civil 
procedure, Commercial code, Criminal code and Code of 
criminal procedure, are also referenced.  The online version 
has the further advantage of providing links to materials 
available on the web. 
 
In addition to the online version, the library has two cur-
rently updated print copies of “Reynolds and Flores” located 
at K38 .R49 1989 in the International Collection (third 
floor) and at the Reference Desk.  Also, in print, it is worth 
checking the “Law Digest” volume(s) of the Martindale-
Hubbell Law Directory (Reserve Desk) which digests for-
eign laws for many major countries of the world.

gether treatises and law reviews on the subject and allow the 
searcher to target specific statutes and cases law on intellectual 
property rather than search through larger, comprehensive data-
bases.   
 
One key advantage to the paid services is 
that they provide more international mate-
rials.  Unlike some other practice areas, it 
is important that IP attorneys be able to 
access international and foreign informa-
tion concerning the use of copyrights, 
trademarks, and patents globally.  Though some countries have 
their own free sites for searching IP designations (See e.g. Ja-
pan’s site at http://www.ipdl.jpo.go.jp/homepg_e.ipdl.) these 
can be difficult to find and searches may be impeded by lan-
guage barriers.   
 
The World Intellectual Property Organization’s site 
(http://www.wipo.int) is another place to go for international 
information.  This site has the text of the WIPO convention and 
other IP treaties, a list of members of the organization, reports, 
statistics, and other useful information.  The WIPO site also has 
links to intellectual property offices for many countries.
